 2006 Legislative Session Highlights 
GCUA has continued to monitor legislative issues on both the state and federal level. The 2006 state legislative session 
ended in March 2006. While this session was anticipated to be relatively calm, several issues were actively lobbied by the 
Advocacy Team during the session. One issue dealt with ATM safety, with legislation introduced that would have                    
mandated a “911 panic button” on all outside ATM’s in the state of Georgia. Research has shown that systems like this are 
ineffective at best, and actually add to the danger level at worst. While GCUA lobbying efforts were successful in stopping 
the law that would have mandated 911 panic buttons, a senate study committee will be reviewing ATM safety during the 
summer and considering whether reverse pin activated distress calls would be effective in increasing ATM safety. The 
GCUA Advocacy Team will continue to monitor the activity of the study committee throughout the summer and keep             
Georgia credit unions informed of any developments. 
 
Another issue that received a lot of attention throughout the session dealt with the oversight and the lending authority of 
Georgia title pawn companies. Several different bills and ideas were considered throughout the session, and the                  
Advocacy Team became actively involved in lobbying against efforts to add the ability for title pawn companies to add 
“second mortgage” car title lending to their authority. Although a number of different versions of title pawn legislation were 
considered in both the House and the Senate, no legislation passed this session pertaining to the title pawn industry. 
GCUA anticipates that there may be a renewed effort for legislation in this area in the next session and will monitor                   
developments on an ongoing basis. 
 
There were also bills introduced regarding “credit report freezes” that would have allowed consumers to place a freeze on 
their credit files with credit reporting agencies. While the efforts for legislation in this area were well intended in terms of 
helping consumers with the escalating identify theft problem, no legislation was passed during this session. This is another 
issue that may receive attention again in the next session of the legislature. 
 
On the federal level, efforts to gain more support for CURIA (H.B. 2317) and Reg Relief have been a focus for credit       
unions.  To date CURIA, which among other things would implement a risk-based capital approach and raise the current 
threshold on the credit unions’ member-business lending, has gained support of 118 co-sponsors, while legislation                
pertaining to Reg Relief is expected to be introduced in the spring, following the Senate Banking Committee hearing which 
was held on March 1, 2006.
